Spring Student Showcases
Adults: May 6, 7, 8,9
Kids & Teens Aerials, Acrobatics & Juggling classes: May 30

We will continue our annual tradition this year of having Student Showcases in May. This is a
great opportunity for all students who'd like to try their hand at performing, and we hope you'll
take advantage of it.

WHO?

Intermediate/Advanced Aerials classes will all shift to Performance Prep classes. Intermediate/Advanced students
are all expected to work towards developing routines this spring, whether or not they will take part in the showcases.

Beginner B students are allowed to choose between Performance Prep classes, and regular skills classes. No new
material will be taught during Performance Prep classes; and even in the regular Beginner B classes, students will
work on mini-routines at the end of the session, but these are not intended for the showcases.

Beginner A and Conditioning students are not expected to perform in the showcases.

Other adult students (juggling, acrobatics, corde lisse) are welcome to work on performance pieces for the show;
this can be discussed with your teacher.

Kids and Teens Aerials, Acrobatics and Juggling classes will have their own, separate showcase.

Tots Circus, Kindercircus and Youth Circus classes will not take part in the May 30 showcase. Instead, they will
have in-class Presentations during their final classes of the sessions, March 2-6 and May 25-29.

WHEN?

Adult Showcases are tentatively scheduled for May 6, 7, 8, and 9, with 8pm shows each evening, and 4pm shows on
Saturday and Sunday. Each student will perform just one time.

Kids and Teens Aerials, Acrobatics and Juggling Showcase is scheduled for May 30. Time TBA.

HOW?

Many of the Performance Prep classes have been designated as "Trapeze" or "Rope & Fabric"”, so it's time now to
choose the apparatus you will perform on.

There will be some standards this year to be prepared for - solo trapeze acts will be performed at a set height. You
will not get to pick your trapeze. Fabric acts will be performed on a set fabric (not the white one). If you have any
special requests (doubles trap, high trapeze, hoop, etc.) please discuss with your teacher as soon as possible.

Beginner B students - discuss with your teacher, asap, whether you will choose a Beginner B class or a Performance
Prep class for the spring.

Practice times will be increased, beginning in April. Through March we will still have the same 4 time blocks on the
schedule - Fridays and Sundays are definitely happening, and we are still waiting for more people to commit to
Tuesdays and Thursdays. In April we will add a couple of additional times during the week.
